Abstract

It must be written in the third person, in the past tense except for the concluding sentence, be clear, descriptive and have a maximum of 250 words, contain the objectives of the work, the methodology used and the results achieved, and end with a commentary on the meaning of the results or a short conclusion. It should not include references, abbreviations or equations.
Key words: words 1, words 2, words 3, words 4, words 5 (Times New Roman, 11 points)

Between 4 and 5 key words, which should reflect the core content of the paper and help index the article.
Introduction (Times New Roman, bold, 14 points)
Paragraphs should be written in Times New Roman at 11 points and 1.5 spacing with a blank line as a separator. 
The introduction constitutes a presentation of the topic and should include the objectives set, briefly present the most relevant works and highlight the contributions of other authors to the topic under study, as well as justify the reasons for conducting the research.
Materials and Methods or Computational Methodology (Times New Roman, bold, 14 points)

Paragraphs should be written in Times New Roman at 11 points and 1.5 spacing with a blank line as a separator.
This section explains how the research was done. It describes the design of the research and explains how it was carried out, justifying the choice of methods and techniques so that a reader can repeat the study.
Sub-headings, if used (Times New Roman, bold, 12 points)

Paragraphs should be written in Times New Roman at 11 points and 1.5 spacing with a blank line as a separator.
Results and discussion (Times New Roman, bold, 14 points)
Paragraphs should be written in Times New Roman at 11 points and 1.5 spacing with a blank line as a separator.
The results obtained are presented after explaining the techniques selected and described in the previous section. Tables and figures are included that clearly express the results of the study carried out by the researcher without repeating what is indicated in the text. More than the technical solution exposed, it is expected to find those elements that make what was done a novelty or an improvement in its field of action and its superiority over similar solutions. In the discussion, the analysis of the results obtained is presented, which should correspond to the objectives set out in the article.

Paragraphs should be written in Times New Roman at 11 points and 1.5 spacing with a blank line as a separator.

If explanatory notes are used, they should be placed at the bottom of the table (Times New Roman to 9 points)
Conclusions (Times New Roman, bold, 14 points)
Paragraphs should be written in Times New Roman at 11 points and 1.5 spacing with a blank line as a separator.

The conclusions are derived from the work done. Any conclusions should be based on the findings and discussions in the paper and should reflect the fulfilment of the objectives. They should indicate how the research contributes to or is an advancement in the field and object of study. They should also suggest uses and future work.
Acknowledgements (Optional) (Times New Roman, bold, 14 points)
Paragraphs should be written in Times New Roman at 11 points and 1.5 spacing with a blank line as a separator.

The names of persons who contributed to the research but are not considered to be part of the group of authors are added. The names of institutions or projects that provided facilities for the conduct of the research, whether material, logistical or financial, are included.
References (Times New Roman, bold, 14 points)
Only sources explicitly cited in the text are included in the references. Avoid the use of unreliable sources. All literature used should be annotated in the body of the document following the guidelines of the APA standards of the form (Last name, year) e.g. Smith and Jones (2012) or (Jones and Smith, 2013)
